PHRASAL VERBS


E

eat out (no object): have a meal in a restaurant.

"I'm too tired to cook tonight. Why don't we eat out?"

end up (1. no object): finally arrive at; arrive at an unexpected place.

"We got lost last night and ended up in the next town."

end up (2. no object): arrive somewhere as a result or consequence.

"You're working too hard. If you don't take it easy, you'll end up in the hospital!"


F

face up to (inseparable): admit to; take responsibility for.

  "You can't pretend that you're doing OK in this course, Joe. Sooner or later, you'll have to

  face up to the fact that you're failing it."

fall behind (inseparable): to be slower than scheduled, or expected, or slower than others.

(Because he missed a week of school, Peter fell behind in his studies.(
fall apart (inseparable): disintegrate.

Literally  (After the model was left out in the rain, it fell apart.(
Figuratively (When Alan was unable to come, the group(s plan fell apart.(
fall through (inseparable): not happen. (Note: describes something that was planned but didn't

happen.)

  "We had originally intended to go to Mexico for our vacation, but our trip fell through

  when I got sick."

feel up to (inseparable): feel strong enough or comfortable enough to do something. 

  "I know the accident was a terrible shock. Do you feel up to talking about it?"

figure out (1. separable): logically find the answer to a problem; solve a problem by thinking

about it carefully.

  "For a long time I couldn't understand the last problem, but I finally figured it out."

fill in (on) (2. separable): supply information that someone doesn't know.

  "I wasn't able to attend the meeting yesterday, but I understand that it was important.

  Could you fill me in? / Could you fill me in on what was discussed?"

fill in for (inseparable): temporarily do someone else's work; temporarily substitute for another

                            person.

  "Professor Newton is in the hospital and won't be able to teach for the rest of the term. Do

  you know who's going to fill in for her?"

fill out (1. separable): complete a form by adding required information.

  "Of course I completed my application! I filled it out and mailed it over three weeks

  ago!"

fill out (2. no object): gain weight. Usually from too thin to about normal.  Not usually used to indicate gaining weight from normal to overweight..

  "Jerry used to be really skinny, but in the last year he's begun to fill out."

find out (about) (inseparable): learn / get information (about).

  "I'm sorry that you didn't know the meeting had been canceled.  I didn't find out about it myself until just a few minutes ago."

freak out (inseparable) become very emotionally agitated.

(Sara freaked out when she saw what the dog had done to the dinner she had prepared for the celebration(
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
