2.  You are a male friend.

1.  You and a friend are at a soccer game.   Something happens during the play that you don(t understand.  You want an explanation.

2.  You are a friend at the game with him or her, and you are a soccer fan, and know a lot about the game.

1.  Yesterday at the end of classes, you picked up your friend(s notebook by mistake, and took it home.  You did not discover your mistake until this morning.

2.  You have been searching for your notebook, and have been very worried, because it has many valuable notes in it.

1.  You just bought a small item and gave the cashier a five dollar bill.  She gave you change for a ten dollar bill.

2.  You are the cashier.

1.  You are having lunch in the school cafeteria.  The person next to you puts his or her glass of milk next to your arm, and you accidentally hit it with your elbow, and it spills all over his lunch, and some goes on his clothing.

2.  You are the person who gets wet.

1.  You bought a blouse or shirt yesterday, and when you got it home, you discovered that a seam in the back was not properly sewn, and was coming apart.

2.  You are a clerk in the store where the shirt or blouse was bought.  

1.  You want to go to a movie, but you don(t know if the movie playing at the Palace Theater is good.

2.  You are a friend who has seen the movie.
