Phrasal verbs 



R

rip off (separable): cheat; take advantage of; charge too much.

"Don't even think about buying a car there. They'll rip you off."

round off (separable): change from a fraction to the nearest whole number. 

"Round all prices off to the closest whole‑dollar amounts. For example, round $33.73 off to $34.00."

run into (inseparable): meet a person by chance.

"Yesterday at the supermarket, Jan ran into her former roommate. Before yesterday, they hadn't seen each other for nearly five years."

(One runs into a person by chance, but one comes across a thing by chance.)

rule out (separable): eliminate from consideration.

(Bob looked at four jobs.  He ruled out two of them, but he hasn(t yet decided between the other two.(
run on (inseparable): continue for a long time without interruption.

(The senator(s speech ran on for an hour.  If he had organized his thoughts better, he could have said the same thing in half the time.(
(A run-on sentence is two sentences put together without a period and capital letter to separate them.)

run out (inseparable): use all of the available material, time, etc.  

"On the way home from work, Art ran out of gas."
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
